Course Description

The Professional Issues in Counselling course is designed to engage students in exploring professional, legal, ethical, and diversity issues related to practice, teaching, supervision, 
and research in counselling. Students will reflect on the design and purpose of a professional disclosure statement, review CCPA procedures for processing ethical inquiries and complaints, and apply of a variety of ethical decision-making processes to ethical dilemmas. Legal documents will be reviewed from the perspective of their applicability to counselling practice. Codes of ethics from sister helping professions and associations will be compared and contrasted with CCPA’s. Issues related to suicidality management and violence risk assessment will be examined. Students will integrate material from a panel presentation, guest speakers, the course text, in-class and independent reading of articles and legal documents, class discussions and presentations, and analyses of ethical case studies and vignettes.

· Provide an overview of professional, legal, ethical, and diversity issues related to practice, teaching, supervision, and research in counselling;
· Develop understanding of the nature, content, and purpose of professional codes of ethics and standards of practice;
· Augment awareness, through the process of reflection and exploration, of one’s own personal and professional values, as well as ethical positions, on a variety of issues;
· Promote mindful integration and application of ethical principles, articles, and standards;
· Consider professional, ethical, and diversity issues from a multi-contextual perspective;
· Enhance appreciation of the nature and complexity of ethical dilemmas; 

· Foster confidence and competence related to ethical decision-making processes; 
· Prepare students to design a professional disclosure statement;

· Enhance preparation to address ethical and legal issues related to suicidality and violence risk;
· Illuminate the impact of multicultural/diversity factors upon ethical decision-making and practice;
· Promote strategies aimed at prevention of professional impairment; 

· Establish familiarity with the CCPA and the NSCCT processes for addressing ethical concerns and complaints; 
· Further understanding of how to address challenges arising out of conflicts between workplace policies and professional codes of ethics and standards of practice;
· Enhance professional identity as a counsellor;
· Reinforce importance of continuing professional development; and
· Foster appreciation of best practices including supervision and consultation.

· Diversity of opinions and background experiences are the cornerstones of classroom discussions. As such, discussions must be centered on the argument rather than on the personal, judgments must be avoided and all encounters must reflect respect for the right of colleagues to differ and hold various values and opinions.

· All dialogue, interactions, and inclusive pedagogy should reflect the professional manner in which one would conduct themselves in any educational setting; refer to Code of Conduct.

· Due to the interactive format of this class and ongoing class-based discussion, students are expected to read the assigned texts prior to class and participate in all class activities. This will be especially difficult in the first week so I will try to minimize the readings I give you, however, I plan to send the outline to you early so you can purchase your text and begin your readings early. 

Course Requirements and Assignments
1. Attendance, participation and preparation–You are expected to attend and actively participate in all class discussions and activities. You need to briefly outline two questions or items for discussion from the readings for each class. These are to be typed, with your name attached and submitted to me at the beginning of each class. Periodic reading of these comments/questions will constitute a portion of this grade. For each class, you also will develop one ethics case based upon one of the articles in the code of ethics covered in that class. For examples of case examples, see your text. You should create cases that will generate some in-class discussion. Due on an on-going basis.
2. Professional Issues Assignment. This assignment takes place in pairs [or three if needed] and will need to be ready for presentation on June 5, 2013. So as not to duplicate, this assignment will need to be coordinated with other groups. You and your partner will divide the assignment between you. Ideally, one of you will contact and talk to, or have a series of email exchanges with, an association executive/ board member/ or chair regarding what they believe their associations/ chapters’ issues are; some issues they’ve dealt with over the past few years, and maybe issues they anticipate. If you get no response from Chapter Executive members, use their webpage to find the information. These issues are inclusive and broad based. They can be neutral, positive or negative; Find out about how the association or chapter is responding to professional issues that are affecting them, and to their association/chapter. In the process try to discover who they are and what their association is all about. For example, what do they provide to their membership? As presenters, you will contextualize and connect the roles of the various associations and chapters, to the best of our ability/current knowledge. (i.e. talk about what you found out about the various professional connections in Canada and elsewhere). I will try to fill in others that should be represented but not included in the presentations. As each presentation is given, we will have a couple of volunteers work together to complete a flow chart of the professional-inter-connectedness amongst the International, National, Provincial, local associations and various interest groups or chapters that contribute to them.

3.  Ethics Assignment-Seminar Presentation (1.5 hr.)    

In groups of 3, please prepare a seminar on one or more aspect of the main topics covered in ethics. Class readings and topics will be changed to coincide with presentations. Topics from which you can choose.

For the first part of your seminar, you will present the theory and research (including legal aspects) associated with the area. Your research MUST include a minimum of 5 research articles on your topic, which have been published since 2009.  You might then discuss potential ethical dilemmas, which could arise related to this theme.  If, in addition to your seminar-style class, you wish to have an experiential activity such as a role-play of a session between client(s) and counsellor based on your topic, be sure to leave time for class discussion and questions.  Identify ethical guidelines from the CCPA Code of Ethics that you believe are relevant to this situation and potential decision-making models that could be applied. The rest of the class will focus on this topic and themes related to it.

4. Academic Paper –Essay: Research your topic as early in the course as possible so that inter-library loan requests can be fulfilled. I have listed areas of possible research below. Your essay might take one aspect of this topic or it could be broad based. Because it is an essay, you will need to create a topic title that represents what you are proposing in your essay. Your paper will be evaluated on comprehensiveness –i.e. you covered major points from the literature; the degree to which your paper reflects a synthesis of the topic; APA style; and the degree to which your paper meets criteria for publication in a counselling journal. In the latter case, please focus on grammar, punctuation, active v. passive voice etc.
To enhance your understanding of contemporary ethical issues, write an essay that will demonstrate an analysis and synthesis of a specific ethical concept. Your essay must minimally include five research articles/legal documents published since 2008 and will include both ethical and legal perspectives. Your personal view is a large part of this essay; however, any personal view needs to be informed by knowledge of the various aspects of the topic about which you write (i.e. combination of research and clinical writings on the topic). Topics in a course in ethics can vary from an examination of a legal concept such as mature minor to broader concepts such as ethical decision making. You can choose any topic you wish for this assignment but you might consider the following categories helpful in determining your choice of topic:

This paper will not exceed twelve double spaced pages nor be less than six double spaced pages (APA allows specific margins and a 12 font size) and will integrate 10-12 recent references (2006– 2013) with a minimum of 5 published since 2009 (part of the criteria for grading will be adherence to APA referencing both in your reference section and in the body of your essay), as well as personal opinions and experiences. The length of you paper will be determined by your ability to integrate and synthesis literature on the topic v. providing a description of the topic. 
Due on or before midnight, June 5th. All papers are to be submitted electronically. Once received, I will confirm receipt. If you do not receive confirmation via email, please notify me.
